Jesus said
to him, “One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the
feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.”
For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all
of you are clean.” After he had washed their feet, had put on his
robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you know
what | have done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord —and you
areright, for that is what | am. So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have
washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. For I
have set you an example, that you also should do as | have done to
you. Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master,
nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. If you know
these things, you are blessed if you do them. Jesus said, “Now the
Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. If
God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself
and will glorify him at once. Little children, I am with you only a
little longer. You will look for me; and as | said to the Jews so now |
say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come.’ I give you a new
commandment, that you love one another. Just as | have loved you,
you also should love one another. By this everyone will know that
you are my disciples, if you have love for one another.”

Fellow servants of our Lord Jesus Christ,

on the night before his death,

Jesus set an example for his disciples

by washing their feet, an act of humble service.
He taught that strength and growth

in the life of the kingdom of God

come not by power, authority, or even miracle,
but by such lowly service.

Therefore, | invite you

who have been appointed as representatives
of the congregation and

who share in the royal priesthood of Christ,
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to come forward,

that I may recall whose servant | am

by following the example of my Master.

But come remembering his admonition

that what will be done for you

is also to be done by you to others,

for “a servant is not greater than his master,

nor is one who is sent greater than the one who sent him.
If you know these things, blessed are you if you do them.”

A basin of water is placed at the chancel step. Members of the congregation,
or their representatives, are seated on chairs near the front of the assembly.
The celebrant, carrying a towel, proceeds to wash the feet of those seated
before him.
