Julian leaves to be the
Rector of Good Shepherd Episcopal Church
in Wichita, Kansas. As well, the Bishop of
Kansas has appointment him as the Co-Chair
of the task force on Social Justice for the
entire Episcopal Diocese of Kansas.

From now until October 28", doses of the
new COVID-19 vaccine are prioritized for
high-risk and priority populations, which
include adults 65 years of age and older.
Starting October 28", anyone 6 months and
older can access the COVID-19 vaccine in
Ontario.
